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In the GAMIAN Stigma survay Croatia was participated with 269 participants that were mentally ill people with different diagnosis. The data were collected in Popovača by Ema Gruber and in Zagreb by Sanja Martić Biočina. In the Croatian sample there were half male and half female participants. They started treatment at the average age of 33, half of the participants live in their own appartment with partner and children and 25% lives with parents. 80% of participants has close family member, friends and close friends. 30% of participants works full working our and 23% is retired. 60% of participants has high school education, 75% is avare of his diagnosis and agree with it. Participants that live with their friends have lower level of self stigmatization and those who live with partner have the highest. Participants with friends, close friends and close family member have lower level of self stigmatization. Retired people have high level of selfstigmatization and volonteers have lowest level. Highest level of selfstigmatization have foud with participants that are homeless. Highest level of discrimination was found in participants that are homeless, without friends and volonteering and lowest levels od discriminations were found with participants that lives with friends. Highest level of empowerment was found in participants that are male, agreeing with his diagnosis, living wiht friends or studing.  Lowest levels of empowerment wsere found with participants without friends or retired. There are statistically significant correlations between all three scales and indipendant influence of BUES and PDD on ISMI is pointing to continuum between selfstigmatization end empowerment in a way that high levels of selfstigmatization indicating low level of empowerment, as the high levels of selfstigmatization indicating high level of discrimination.
