On May 13th the EU-funded project SUPPORT hosted a meeting to discuss key issues relating to mental health and gender. This event was organised with DG-SANCO, as part of activities to implement the European pact on Mental Health and Well-being launched a year earlier. The meeting of experts was in response to a clear political will at EU level to explore and address gender inequities in mental health as it seems gender plays an important role in the development and management of a wide range of mental health conditions. EU Policy makers continue to explore this field. They are working on ways in which to tackle these issues effectively but is it right to assume patients all over Europe share this concern for gender?
