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 Currently Yoram Cohen is chairman of Enosh, the Israeli mental health association, vice-president of GAMIAN-Europe, chairman of SACH and a board member of the WFMH.

Yoram Cohen is a member of Rotary International since 1977, served twice as president of the Rotary Club of Holon and as a Governor of Rotary Israel in 1998/99 (District 2490). 

Yoram Cohen has 28 years of history as an active volunteer in the leadership of mental health field. He started in 1981 with the establishment of a local NGO in Holon and later on with the establishment of the local branch of Enosh in Holon. In 2000 he was elected to the Board of Enosh, the Israeli mental health association and since 2003 to present he is the chairman. 

Yoram Cohen started his activities out of Israel in 2006 when he was elected as board member and vice-president of GAMIAN-Europe (since 2006 to present). In  2009 he was elected as a board member of the WFMH.

Yoram cohen is the representative of GAMIAN-Europe at the DDD project – the international programme on the co-morbidity of mental and physical disorders “Dialogue on Diabetes and Depression.
